Silver students are study-
ing skills one and a half years ahead of their grade level, and Gold students are studying skills
two and a half years ahead of their grade level.

This term, two of our students at Parklands College Centre received Gold Awards at the West-
ern Cape Gold Students Awards Ceremony. This is an extremely good achievement, since
these students are using self  -learning material they have never seen before! Only 7% of the



20 000 Kumon students in Africa are Gold students. Matthew Du in Grade 4 and Laené van
Niekerk in Grade 7 both received a Gold Award for Maths and Jessica Hawthorn in Grade 3
received a Double Gold Award for Maths and English, an outstanding achievement!

This term we have 95 students studying Kumon Maths at the College. Some students have
been with us for quite a few years, and some have just enrolled. Many of these students are

working towards Bronze, Silver and Gold, and | am looking forward to seeing them at our own

ASR Awards Ceremony later in the year.
